The 

status quo remains in 2021: 

• Learner Attendance – learners will continue to attend alternative days according to Group A OR

group by parent will be difficult. Learners are placed in a class as per number of chairs that can 

be accommodated when we apply social distancing. 

 

COVID19 REGULATIONS 

 

• Wearing a mask is COMPULSORY. Learners will receive 2 x masks and please note that the school does 

not have extra mask to give learners. WE URGE PARENTS TO PLEASE ENSURE THAT THIS REGULATION IS 

FOLLOWED & CHILDREN GET IN THE HABIT OF WEARING A MASK. 

• NO DESIGN MASK WILL BE ALLOWED - ONLY MASKS PROVIDED BY THE DEPARTMENT OR ACCEPTABLE 

CLOTH MASK WILL BE ALLOWED. 

• Sanitizing & washing of hands remains important, each class will be allocated a sanitizer.                         

All toilets will have liquid soap and sanitizer stand at the door of each toilet. 

• We appeal to parents to remind learners not to play or misuse the above. LAST YEAR LEARNERS TOOK 

THE STAND and THREW IT IN THE TOILET BOWL, TOOK TOILET PAPER THREW IN THE TOILET BOWL & 

OTHERS WERE FOUND USING THE LIQUID SOAP ON EACH OTHERS HAIR. 

• We expect each learner to act responsibly, so we request your assistance in this regard. 
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ARRIVAL THE MORNING   :   

• The school gate will ONLY be open at 07:00 am to 07:45am Parents we plead with you to 

ensure that learners are dropped off on time.  

• Late Coming will ONLY DELAY   teaching & learning. 

• Learners dropped off earlier than 07:00 am will not gain access to CLASSES as we need to 

follow the screening process. 

• We recommend that you make necessary arrangements with transport drivers as well.  

 

LUNCH TIME: (BREAK) 

• LUNCH BOX: We regret to inform you that the Tuckshop is closed and there will be no 

selling of food. Please pack lunch for the little ones. 

• Learners must bring their own lunch. Learners are not allowed to share food, drinks, cups or 

eating utensils. 

• NUTRITION   : The GDE provides the school with menus for feeding scheme and the process 

will continue as per normal.  

 

DEPARTURE (AFTER -SCHOOL) 

• School will knock off at : 

✓ Grade R               -     13:00 

✓ Grade 1 & 2         -     13:30 

✓ Grade 3               -     14:00 

✓ Grade 4 – 7          -     14:15  

• Before leaving the classroom, learners must pack up all their belongings into their school 

bag. 

• Learners will then be accompanied to their different waiting areas. 

• All learners are expected to be picked up on time, as there will be no staff member to look 

after them. 

• The supervision in the park will end at 15:00pm. 

• We appeal with parents to ensure that the school has updated contact details and 

please provide us with emergency numbers.  

 

TRANSPORTATION:  

• Learners should ensure that they sanitise their hands when entering and alighting from the 

public transport / private car and that masks are worn at all times.

SCHOOL FEES REMINDER   

• School Fees for 2021 – NO INCREASE FOR 2021 

• Grade RR – R (R8520 per year)  R710 p/M for 12 months 

→ School fees paid in full at the end of December 2020 – January 2021 

10% Discount = R852 (Total Payment R7668.00) 

→ School fees paid in full at the end of February 2021 

          5% Discount = R852 (Total Payment R8094.00) 

• Grade 1 – 7   (R 7200 per year) R600 per month  

→ School fees paid in full at the end of December 2020 – January 2021 

          10% Discount = R720 (Total Payment R6480.00) 

→ School fees paid in full at the end of February 2021 

          5% Discount = R360 (Total Payment R6840.)

honouring the arrangements done with the school .The school relies solely on school fees 

for daily and monthly upkeep of the school.
